With over 50 schools competing, this competition can get pretty heated. Sweetwater
Branch Academy definitely heated things up in the Solar Energy Cookoff where they
won the 1st place position with their solar cooker that is designed to use radiation as
its energy source. The challenge is to design and build a solar cooker, and design
and cook a recipe that will be presented to the judges. These challenges allow stu-

dent creativity and culinary skills to

is only one example of how many options there are to alternative energy. The cooker
design used parabolic mirrors to collect light from a wide area and focused the light to
only a few square inches, making the point reach approximately 350 degrees. Energy
was trapped and insulated to maintain the energy at the top level. It was the tem-
perature that enabled a steam engine to be used, if necessary. The cooker was de-
signed to move in all directions to track the Sun at all times, enabling it to collect the

highest amount of sunlight.
