May 27, 1937: Golden Gate Bridge Opens

The Golden Gate Bridge opened to the public after five years of construction on this day
in 1937. The bridge, a technological and artistic marvel, spans the Golden Gate Strait at
the entrance to San Francisco Bay. People had talked about building a bridge that
would link San Francisco to Marin County for years. Although the spot chosen for con-

Work on the bridge
began in 1933. More than one million tophs o
anchorages. Eleven men died during construction. The Golden Gate Bridge was a huge

success and at the time was the longest bridge in the world at 4,200 feet.
